Crossing the Borders of Public and Private:
Relationships among Social Media Use,
Cyberbullying, and Self-Views

Abstract

Cyberbullying is a major threat facing teenagers in the Internet age, for it
may negatively affect their physical and mental health. Therefore, both
authorities and educational institutions should pay attention to the phenomenon
and its potential consequences. This study examined the role of social media,
including open social networking sites (SNSs), such as Facebook, and closed
instant messaging sites (e.g., Line and Facebook Messenger) as potential
breeding grounds for cyberbullying. In addition, this study investigated how
social media, with its networked nature, could mitigate the negative effects of
cyberbullying with respect to self-esteem and perceived well-being. By
analyzing data collected in the 2017 Taiwan Communication Survey, this study
found that the use of instant messaging sites, not SNSs, increased the likelihood
of being a victim of cyberbullying. In addition, being cyberbullied was
negatively associated with self-esteem and well-being. Self-esteem was found
to mediate the relationship between cyberbully victimization and well-being.
More importantly, this study found that social support may exacerbate the
negative effects of cyberbullying on self-esteem and subjective well-being.
